An estimated 9,100 people in St. Lucie County have Alzheimer’s disease and 60% of these people 

will wander at some point during the disease progression. The Sheriff’s Department can locate a person 

wearing one of these bracelets within minutes of receiving a report. Because statistics show that 46% of 

wanderers will die if they’re not found within 24 hours, the Locator ID Bracelet is an essential safety device 

to assist caregivers in ensuring their loved ones’ safety.
