FLORIDA CREATES TAX CREDIT INCENTIVE  

Florida is re-positioning itself as a force to 

be reckoned with when it comes to attract-

ing productions.  New legislation of $242 million in transferable tax 

credits will induce over $1.2 billion in direct spending by produc-

tions choosing Florida for film, TV and digital media projects. Flor-

ida will now have a  five year transferable tax credit program in-

stead of the current cash rebate incentive program. Other key 

provisions include an annual cap on total credits of $53.5M for 

fiscal year 2010-2011, $74.5M for fiscal year 2011-2012, $38M for 

fiscal years 2012-2013, 2013-2014, and 2014-2015, an increase in 

the base incentive amount from the 15% to 20% for major film, TV 

and digital media productions and an increase in the family-friendly 

project enhancement from 2% to 5%.  

òThe recovery and long-term health of Floridaõs economy is closely 

tied to the ability to attract and retain high-wage jobs and innova-

tive industries in Florida,ó said Governor Charlie Crist . The 

State Film Office is already working on the new guidelines, applica-

tions and FAQs that will be uploaded to filminflorida.com.
